Sembawang Town Council received an award for our commitment to e-waste recycling at the
International E-waste Day 2025, co-organised by the National Environment Agency (NEA) and
ALBA, affirming our sustainability efforts.

Festive cheer filled our estates as we celebrated Mid-Autumn and Deepavali across the
divisions. During Deepavali, residents came together through various celebrations filled with
music, lights, and the spirit of friendship.
